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Mira will present the background to Activity Theory and formulate its main ideas and core principles, including object-orientedness, hierarchical structure of activity, internalization, externalization, mediation and development.  She will discuss the application of activity theory to information behaviour (work in progress) and the relevance of activity theory to learning with view of scoping possibilities for collaboration between AIMTech and the School of Computing.
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
