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Title: Interoperability among user-adaptive systems in the World Wide Web 
    - A report of the results I have achieved during my stay in Leeds -

During my previous talk (08/05/2007) I presented my research dealing with the interoperability of user models across several user-adaptive systems in the World Wide Web.
More specifically my work yearns to answer the question: “what does interoperability implies when the object of interoperability is the user model and the active entries in the interoperability process are systems profiling user knowledge?” 
This talk will give an overview of the results I have achieved during my stay in Leeds.

In particular, during my stay, I focused on the modalities for representing user model knowledge in order to support syntactic and semantic interoperability. Furthermore I moved from Guha's conceptualization of context to come up with the definition of a set of suitable data that can be used to support systems in evaluating the reliability of the exchanged knowledge about users over adaptive systems.
