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Short Talk Overview:
Nowadays, user are being more and more pressured to carry out knowledge intensive tasks in ever decreasing amounts of time. Thus, the introduction of context-sensitivity as a way of providing users with the information they need whenever they need it is becoming a necessity.   However, building a context-sensitive system entails more work in comparison to traditional systems development: in the former, one must care for context-related tasks, such as the acquisition, processing, storage, manipulation and presentation of contextual elements besides all the other, more traditional application functionalities. Context management proposes the separation of context related tasks from the application's business features, to allow for reusability. Hence, the building of context-sensitive applications and context-managers has become a research trend today. However, most approaches today are very domain dependent. Here we present the CEManTIKA approach a generic, domain independent context-management framework that consists of a context model, a context manager, a methodology and a context-sensitive application - the ICARE system.
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
